sixty three Jacs of rupees subsidy for food. Actu.ily our budget and the team which
worked together to present this budget in the presentable form, were made precisely
for the common man, Jt was for that particular class, except I regret to say, two
schemes, which I personaily observed that these two schemes were for the benefit of
one particular class. Two schemcs costing Rs. fosty lacs, two schemes for Mitri and
Ghazi, For these schemes would be credited for Baluchistan budget and no
provision had been made for these two schemes, yet the ex-Governor to show his
personal desire to get these two schemes passed. | realised that these two schemes
were for the benefit of one man, yet 1 pushed them through, keeping in view what
the Members of the opposition, like Mian Sahib, would say had I not done so.
They would have said “victimization, Political victimization, gross injustice’, So it
was precisely for this reason that I passed these two schemes, kﬁowing that they
benefited exclusively the ex-Governor and not the common man; but it was done in
a spirit of cooperation, therefore my actions can be taken for what they are worth.

Owm of which Rs. one crore was kept for the hub dam which is in the
honourable member’s area.  We have provided the money and this one crore rupees
were kept to the next scheme and irom this I also declare that more than iwenty
thousand acres of land wounld be irrigated by this’ schieme, which only honourablc
member will benefit. The honourable member says that there is shortage of schools,
shortage of Teachers and all these technical staff is short. T cannot answer these
particuiar questions because of shortage of time. T must remind Jam Sahib that there
are 8% schools in Lasbela and Jam Sahib said that there ave only two Doetars in the
Hospital to which T must remind Jam Sakid that there is provision for Doctors.
Some time the man dics, some time the man is 'transfgmd: some time the man js sick
he canrot attend, bul he must draw on the provisions, whenever we find that a
dogtor is not on his duties or absent we will try to make certain that, that post is
fifled, and we will aid the hospital in implementing their other schemes.

pait of the people of Baluchistan, that is the poor people, they wese
suffering un-necessarily due to something which had been created hun-
dreds of years before. - Due to something which they could not afford.
- By exempting them of the Tax, we know Baluchistan Govt: is foregoing
12%, of its revenue budget which came to about Rs. four lacs. Apart
from that four lacs, the taxes on “Tirni” and “Mizri”” which the Gavi:
of Baluchistan exempted, we lost iwo lacs on that. Six lacs tupees we
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stood to 100se every vear and for the Province of Baluchistan six lacs
rupees is a lot of money, yet we said money has 5o consideration. 'We
want their peace of mind as compared io money. We gave the benefits
to these poor people and I also mentioned in riy speech that petty
revenue officials would cheat the small land owners, from one they
“used to take a chicken from another they takc an egg from the third
they iake something sise, So every one had to pay ihem two or {aree
rupees exira, so that poor man had to pay thirteen or fifteen mipees
extra. So apart from the injustices we found that the revenue officials
maade a Jot of money. So in exempting the tax on 124 acre of land and
exempling the “Tirni” tax and exempting the people from paying the
“Mizri” tax, our Gowt. has assured the peace of mind of at least
3,00,000 people in Baluchistan. The acting Leader of the Opposition
talked about the Mineral and natural Wealth of Baluchistan. It took
him hardly three minutes to prove that there is no such mineral wealth
in Baluchistan. All the news-papers, he said, are exaggerating, every
thing you read in paper, a lot of rubbish and yet, the honourable
member of this House took two hours to tell that thers is this Mineral
and there is that Mineral and how it should be exploited, “T have come
" from California” be said. Then he went on to say that thereis
Sulpher, Coal, Marbles Magnese and there is this and there is that,
and if took him itwo hours to say it all. I donm’t know what the
honourable member had in his mind when he was speaking thus. On
one hand he said there is nothing and on other hand he said thereis a
lot. Muy be there might be some underlying factors which I had not
been able to grasp. May be in time my Govt: will try to understand
what was meant by the honourable Member, But yet 1 was surprised
to see that on the 15th January, 1972 the President of Pakistan Mr.
Bhutto when he gave a speech here he said that Baluchistan is rich in
Mineral rescurces, Baluchistan is very rich but why it did not cxpand,
because in the past people were not able to channelise the industries
and the mineral resources of Baluchistan. On one hand the President
of Pakistan made 2 statement that Baluchistan is rich in Mueral
resources and on the other hand the Honourable Membes, being one
of the leading members of the Peoples Party, differs from the President
of Pakistan. I don’t know whether the President of Pakistan is so un-
knowledgable whether ke has not been able to know the circumstances
that are happening, but any-way I suppose the Honourable Member
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must be knowing more than the President because he has admitted the
same in his this statement to the House. The Honourzble Member also
took time out to impress this House that what is the overall preduction
value of fruit, He stressed upon it and said “fruit and land fruit and
land” Zamindari you must sustain it in Baluchistan because that is the
only wealth in Beluchistan and Baluchistan depends on it. Probably he
did not want Baluchistan to make a break through. He said about the
mineral wealth, which he has got. Probably ke does pot want Balg-
chistan to progress towards industrilisation. Y dont know what reasons
that he said, that thetotal production of fruit in Baluchistan is 21 crore
rupees. When he tried to explain these figures, that wheat so much,
dates so much, grape somuch andso and soforth. It was very impressive.
T also heard it with interest until 1 went and found out from the Depart.
ment concerned as to what is the production value of minerals in
Baluchistan. As for information, the mineral wealth, I do not talk
about all the other Minerals, but 1 will talk of three basic mineralks
which we have got. Although we have much as the honourable member
denies, bu. the mineral wealth, the overall production value of the three
‘minerals like Coal, Marble and Chromites. Only these three minerals
is worth more than 10} crore rupees ina year. It is only the three
minerals not the others. So T can tell you about these figures with the
overall production of fruit which the honourable member told, without
21 crore rupees which is a lot of money. But Rs. 10,50,00,000 from
three basic minerals is not a mean figure cither. And I would like to
impress upon the honourable member that in Baluchistan 21 crore
‘rupees out of fruit production and agriculture production. Yet from
those 21 crore rupees products T do not see one particular mar or two
particular people or thres people who had made a break through for the
norms of life which go to make them into the titled group of Millione-
raires through Industry. It is a Mian Saifullah Khan Paracha, a Mir
Nabi Bakash Zahri and a Malik Wilayat Hussain and few other peoples
who had made a reign and rule and made their fortune and it is not
through agriculture. It is the mineral wealth of Baluchistan, They arg
telling the House today because of their wealth. They have developed
their wealth from the minerals but not from the agricuiture. Now we
come to the much criticised Mining Concensure Rules of 1970. Honou-
rabie Member made a tremendous fanfare. Actually it was a bogus
show he put on. He flourished his arm, he flailed his arms, this is hig
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way of being humble, He said “thig is a fraud played on the Govt: of
Baluchisian.

Well the biggest fraud of this 1970 rule is that it scaled off
the ways to cheat the Baluchistan Government of paying the royalty
and taxes, This is the biggest fraud that 1970 rules has played on the
owners of minerals wealth. In the 1960 rules there are akoul fifty six
doors through which 2 Mine-owner could creep n to cheat the Gove:
of taxes. This fraud of 1970 rule js that the Mine Owners of Baluchis.
tan cannot cheat the Govt: of their taxes and I feel sorry for the Honoura-
ble Member's to say that between 1960 and 1970 all the money which the
Mine-Owrers could save is all because of the rules of 1960, So much for
the book rule of 1970.
