It is here by enacted as follows:-

This Act may be called the University of Balochistan Act, 1996.

It shall come into force at once.

CHAPTER NO 11
THE UNIVERSITY

3 (N The University of Balochistan shall be deemed to have
been established at Quetta in accordance with the provisions of this Act,
with all legal consequences regarding succession and acquirement of
rights and liabilities.

{2) The University shall coasist of :

(i) The Authorities and officers as provided by this Act or

(i) The members of the Senate, the Syndicate, the
Academic Council and other Authorities of the University ;

(iii) All University Teachers and

name of the University of Balochistan and shall have perpetual
succession and common seal, and may sue and be sued by the said
name.

“4) The University shall be competent to acquire and hold property,
both movable and immovable, and to lease, sell or otherwise transfer
any movable and immovable property which may have become vested
in or been acquired by it.

5) All properties, rights and interests of whatever kind, used,
enjoyed, possessed owned or vested in, or held in trust by or for the
University of Balochistan as constituted under University of Balochistan
Ordinance, 1970 (1 of 1970) the University of Balochistan Employees
{other than Officer and Teachers), (Pay Revision) Rules, 1972 the
University of Balochistan Non-Teaching Officers (Pay Revision) Ruies,

- 1974, the University of Balochistan Teachers National Pay Scales (Pay

Revision) Rules, 1975, and all liabilities legally subsisting against the
said University shall stand transferred to the Unlversny as reconstituted
under this Act.

(h) That due provision will, so far as circumstances may permit,
be made for the residence of principal and members of the
teaching staff in or near the college or the place provided for
the residence of students; and

to the provision which may have been made for students by
another educational institution in its neighborhood, will not be
injurious to the interest of education or discipline.

(2) The application shall further contain an undertaking that
after the educational institution is affiliated any transference of and
changes in the management and in the teaching staff, same in the case
of Government Colleges, shall be forthwith reported to the University,
