in it or enter into contract for the purposes of this Act.

* Balochistan Eagineecing College, Khuzdar immediately before coming into force

{6) Aliregular employees serving at Balochistan Engineering College,

to the University under its Statutes, Regulations and Rules:

Provided that terms and conditions shall not be less favourable

than those admissible to such employees immediately before their transfer to the
University.
