2. The Act is intended to address the social and economic issues of begging by prohibiting the
exploitation of vulnerable individuals, including children, who are often forced into this practice. It
aims to protect the dignity and welfare of individuals and provide mechanisms for their
rehabilitation and reintegration into society.

3. Begging is frequently a result of organized exploitation, where individuals are coerced,
trafficked, or manipulated into soliciting alms. This act seeks to penalize those who employ, explait,
or benefit from such activities, ensuring justice for victims. #

4. Beyond punitive measures, the act emphasizes the rehabilitation of beggars and their
dependents by mandating their care and support in welfare homes or institutions approved by the
government. This ensures a pathway for their reintegration into mainstream society.

s. Special provisions are included to safeguard children and dependents of those involved in
begging. The Act secks to ensure that these individuals are not further victimized and are instead

The Vice Chancellor shall be appointed by
the Chancellor for a term of four years, in accordance with
the procedure provided in Schedule-II, and shall not be
more than sixty-five years of age on the last date fixed for
submission of applications for the post. The four years’

tenure shall also be applicable to the current
incumbents.”
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Bill secks to improve the governance, quality of higher education, and
research in public sector universities of the Province. It is considered expedient
to enhance the standards of quality cducation and to strengthen the
management and administration of universities in the Province. Accordingly, the
Balochistan Universities (Amendment) Bill, 2026, is submitted for consideration

and approval of the Honourable Balochistan Assembly.

Now, the said amendment Bill is laid down before Balochistan Provincial
Assembly as “The Balochistan Universities (Amendment) Bill 20267, as required
under Article 128(2) of the constitution.
